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The Summer 2019 release of Enterprise Vault.cloud is currently scheduled* to roll out globally during late August
and into September. The goal of this release is to further reduce search and review time for Discovery
Administrators.

This release focuses on usability enhancements to Discovery Archive in 3 key areas — user experience, search and
exports.

User Experience To expedite review, Discovery Administrators can now:
e Alter the width of the columns displayed in the
search/results window
e Choose whether they see 30 (default), 5o, 100 or 300 search
results per page during review
e Type dates directly into the search box (or use existing date
picker —whichever is faster for a particular search)
e Experience better navigation during investigations
e Further expand emails during review
Search When performing searches, Discovery Administrators can now:
e Delete multiple saved searches at a time
e Printareport of search terms on a per Matter basis
e View alarge number of search criteria
e Use aquery language to create searches using complex
search strings
Exports When exporting search results, Discovery Administrators can now:
e Perform self-service cancellations of exports (at batch
level)
e Maintain folder structure (for customers with Personal
Archive + Folder Sync only)
